You will need the confirmation 

number when you arrived to drop off your material.  Call early because registrations will 

be taken until the morningôs schedule is full. 

If you have junk you donôt want, from small items to furniture or appliances, bring it to 

the Township for free disposal.  Items that are not accepted:  lead acid batteries; sewage; 

yard trimmings; tires on rims; hazardous waste; liquids; radioactive materials; drums/

barrels which are not empty; compressed gas cylinders; appliances with Freon; any con-

tainer with a hazardous waste label; medical wastes; asbestos; large amounts of demoli-

tion materials such as concrete, brick, block, roofing, and large pieces of wood; ignitable, 

corrosive, reactive or toxic materials. 

Lumber must be cut to four -foot lengths; tires much be free of dirt and water; large pieces 

of glass should be broken into a pail; no tractor tires allowed unless you have prearranged 

for an additional fee.  

The service is available to all residents of Bath Charter Township and is not intended for 

businesses.  No more than six tires allowed per registrant and a two load limit per person.  

A truck or trailer load equates to one load.

Tax Information Online  

Tax information for all Bath Township parcels is available online through the townshipôs web-

site (www.bathtownship.us).  The database is searchable by address, parcel number or owner.  

Youôll find ten years of tax history, current status and many other details.  The service also 

locates the parcel on a map that allows for various views, including satellite images.  To find 

parcel information online go to the townshipôs website, click on ñDepartmentsò and go to the 

Treasurerôs Office page.  Scroll down and click on ñProperty Tax Look-Upò.  In the upper left of 

the next screen, click on ñCurrent Taxò, and then fill in the boxes to complete the search.  If you 

need assistance, feel free to contact me. 

Tax Receipts Necessary?  

As we look for ways to cut costs, I am leaning toward discontinuing the practice of mailing 

receipts to taxpayers who pay by mail.  This would save mailing costs and staff time.  Informal 

conversations with taxpayers indicate that most people donôt feel they need to receive a mailed 

receipt.

Click on ñSewer and/or Tax Withdrawal 

Authorizationò, and then print the form.  You can drop off the form or mail it to us and we will 

take  it from there.

BURNING PERMIT PROCESS UPDATED 

NOTES FROM THE TREASURER  

In an effort to bring the Township into 

compliance with the State of Michigan, we 

are changing the yard waste burning per-

mit process.  Under State guidelines, com-

munities in excess of 7,500 residents can 

only issue burning permits for three con-

secutive days. 

Under our new procedure, property own-

ers will be required to fill out a ñBurning 

Permit Applicationò annually.  This appli-

cation will outline the rules that must be 

followed and who is authorized to request 

permits at this property.   

Once an application has been received and 

placed on file, the property owner can 

obtain a three day permit by stopping at 

the Township Offices or calling a dedi-

cated burning permit answering service at 

517-641-6619.  Those choosing to use the 

answering service will be required to leave 

their name, phone number, burning per-

mit number and property address.  A per-

mit will be issued automatically if a Burn-

ing Permit Application is on file and the 

caller is authorized to request burning 

permits (noted on the application).

Time to think about spring clean-

ing.

The 

Township is enforcing ordinances 

which restrict ñjunkò unlicensed 

vehicles and the like on properties 

throughout the community.

After May 1st the provisions of the 

Weed Control Ordinance again 

become effective.  Under certain 

circumstances as provided by Ordi-

nance, the Township can enter your 

property to cut  noxious weeds over 

six inches in height.  The definition 

of noxious weeds and conditions 

for enforcement can be reviewed in 

detail on the Townshipôs website or 

you can call Gary Cypher at the 

Township Office.

MASTER PLAN LEADS TO SEWER PROJECTS 

Over the course of the past three years the Township has been working with C2AE engi-

neering on the development of a sanitary sewer master plan.  The outcome for this effort 

is a document which has an itemized condition assessment on the sewer system and rec-

ommendations for projects which will address any issues identified during the project.  

On March 16the the Board of Trustees were presented the findings from the master plan 

at their regular meeting.  The consultants prioritized the issues with the sewer system 

into three categories based upon severity and potential impact.  At the top of the list of 

priorities is a stretch of 24 inch sewer interceptor which currently runs across private 

property west of Chandler Road and north of Center Road (please see map above).  The 

Township is currently in the process of developing the engineering necessary to put a 

project out to bid in late FY 2009 for this problem area which will move the sewer main 

into the right -of-way on Chandler and Clark roads.  The intent is to start construction in 

2010.  Residents who are interested in more details regarding the interceptor project, or 

other areas of concern identified in the master plan,  should contact Troy Feltman, Super-

intendent at the Township Offices. 

There is one other significant element of the master plan that should be pointed out ðthe 

computer model of the sanitary sewer system.  Part of the rationale behind the develop-

ment of the master plan is to be more effective in managing the system both as an asset 

and operationally.  The assessment of condition and project list gives the Township verifi-

able information to develop short -term and long-term investment strategies to maintain 

the integrity of the pipes, lift stations, etc.  But what about understanding the impact that 

growth and development are having on the system?  What about identifying areas of infil-

tration?  To this end, a computer model has been developed which gives the Township 

and our consultants the ability to  do ñwhat ifò scenarios.   

This ability will help the leadership at the Township understand the full impact of 

ñbuilding outò the community as described in the Comprehensive Plan.  We will know 

ahead of time what size pipes need to be put into the ground or what lift stations need to 

be built.  The bottom-line is that  the modeling system will help the Township make in-

formed decisions about investing in and maintaining the sewer system. 

RESIDENTS ARE ASKED 

TO FOLLOW CEMETERY 

RULES 

The Clerkôs Office would like to 

remind residents of the following 

rules governing the Townshipôs 

cemeteries: 

Grave blankets and wreaths 

must be removed by April 

15th 

Live flowers may only be 

planted within 12ò from the 

front of the marker  

Silk/plastic flowers can only 

be placed in an approved 

urn  

Structures of wood, fences, 

curbs, hedges and copings 

are prohibited  

Placing stone, limestone, 

wood chips, etc. is prohib-

ited within cemetery lots  

Glass, clay or plastic pots or 

containers are not allowed 

and will be removed 

Chairs, settees and benches 

on lots are not permitted  

Planting of trees and shrub-

bery shall be done only after 

approval by cemetery staff 

Urns must be placed in line 

with the headstone or di-

rectly back of the headstone 

The Township reserves the right 

to remove and dispose of , with-

out notice, any unsightly, deterio-

rated, neglected or prohibited 

items except for monuments or 

markers. 

Prohibited items that are cur-

rently on grave sites must be 

removed by May 15, 2009 or they 

will be removed by the Township.  

This includes all items listed 

above (except grave blankets/

wreaths which must be removed 

by April 15th)
